SGMAS"

At the end of the Divine Liturgy,
the “MAS” or Holy Bread is
distributed to the members of
the congregation who have not
taken communion. When you
take your “Mas” you kiss it and
eat it. It is customary to take
some home to those members
of the family who were unable
to attend services.
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
