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Palm Sunday
One week before the Feast of the Glorious Resurrection of

Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Armenian Church celebrates the Feast
of Palm Sunday, celebrating the Triumphant Entry of Christ into
Jerusalem. Jesus comes into Jerusalem riding atop a donkey and
the people gather to meet Him with reverence, thus fulfilling the
words of the prophet from the Old Testament. The Gospel of St.
Matthew, in relating the story, refers to the prophecy, "All this
was done, that it might be fulfilled, that which was spoken by the
prophet, saying "Tell the daughter of Zion, Behold, your king is
coming to you! He is humble and sitting on an ass, and a colt, the
foal of an ass." (Mt 21:4-5). On His arrival, a large crowd of peo-
ple gathers to greet Him, and spread their cloaks on the road
before Him, while others cut branches from palm trees and place
them on the path. The crowd exclaims: "Hosanna! Blessed is the
King of Israel that comes in the Name of the Lord" (Jn 12:13).

On Palm Sunday, churches are decorated with branches from
willow trees and palm trees. Following a solemn morning serv-
ice, the blessed branches are distributed to the faithful. This pas-
sage from the Gospels reminds each of us about the Coming of
Christ, and teaches us to live in a manner that can make us wor-
thy to stand before the Lord and exclaim: "Hosanna (Praise
God)! Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!"

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Through the miracle of modern medicine, life-sustaining
machines can pump blood through the body and oxygen to the
lungs, cause a heart to beat or a kidney to cleanse the blood.
Although machines can sustain life, they cannot restore it.
Restoration of life calls for a true miracle, such as the one we
recall today on the Feast of St. Lazarus. In the Gospel it is
recounted how Jesus recalled a man named Lazarus from a pre-
mature death by His divine grace. A spark of that divinity was
transmitted to Lazarus in the process of his deliverance and
instilled in him the grace with which he was to become a saint.
Four days after he died, his life began anew; since that was the
period of time in which he had laid dead before Christ appeared
at his tomb in Bethany. In a sense, it was a sign of Christ's 3-day
burial, yet to come. A true friend of the departed Lazarus, as well
as of his grieving sisters Mary and Martha, Jesus stood before
the tomb and commanded Lazarus to come forth. Indeed he
stepped from oblivion to immortality. Thereafter, he became a
servant of the Lord in the early development of the new faith.
After all, when Christ called Lazarus from the dead, it signaled
his own ability to be raised from the dead. Following the death
and resurrection of the Savior, Lazarus undertook an apostolic
mission which carried him to many corners of the empire and
ultimately to the island of Cyprus, where he settled after his ordi-

nation as bishop of Kition. The apostles of Christ encouraged him
to stay on this island, and there he spent the final thirty years of
his life, implanting Christianity with the firmness that was to sus-
tain Cyprus centuries later through conquest, piracy and subjuga-
tion. The association of Lazarus with Cyprus has been obscured
by events on that strife-torn land, but evidence of his presence
there is still extant after nearly two thousand years. Christianity
had taken a firm hold on the island when Lazarus died at the age
of 58, this time not to be recalled but to join the Messiah who had
summoned him many years before. He was buried in Cyprus and
according to tradition there was inscribed after his name on the
casket the words, "Tetraimeros, Friend of Jesus Christ." The word
"Tetraimeros" is translated as Fourth day, the day on which he
was brought back from the grave. Lazarus was entombed in a
small chapel dedicated to his memory.

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Through the miracle of modern medicine, life-sustaining
machines can pump blood through the body and oxygen to the
lungs, cause a heart to beat or a kidney to cleanse the blood.
Although machines can sustain life, they cannot restore it.
Restoration of life calls for a true miracle, such as the one we
recall today on the Feast of St. Lazarus. In the Gospel it is
recounted how Jesus recalled a man named Lazarus from a pre-
mature death by His divine grace. A spark of that divinity was
transmitted to Lazarus in the process of his deliverance and
instilled in him the grace with which he was to become a saint.
Four days after he died, his life began anew; since that was the
period of time in which he had laid dead before Christ appeared
at his tomb in Bethany. In a sense, it was a sign of Christ's 3-day
burial, yet to come. A true friend of the departed Lazarus, as well
as of his grieving sisters Mary and Martha, Jesus stood before
the tomb and commanded Lazarus to come forth. Indeed he
stepped from oblivion to immortality. Thereafter, he became a
servant of the Lord in the early development of the new faith.
After all, when Christ called Lazarus from the dead, it signaled
his own ability to be raised from the dead. Following the death
and resurrection of the Savior, Lazarus undertook an apostolic
mission which carried him to many corners of the empire and
ultimately to the island of Cyprus, where he settled after his ordi-

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Palm Sunday
One week before the Feast of the Glorious Resurrection of

Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Armenian Church celebrates the Feast
of Palm Sunday, celebrating the Triumphant Entry of Christ into
Jerusalem. Jesus comes into Jerusalem riding atop a donkey and
the people gather to meet Him with reverence, thus fulfilling the
words of the prophet from the Old Testament. The Gospel of St.
Matthew, in relating the story, refers to the prophecy, "All this
was done, that it might be fulfilled, that which was spoken by the
prophet, saying "Tell the daughter of Zion, Behold, your king is
coming to you! He is humble and sitting on an ass, and a colt, the
foal of an ass." (Mt 21:4-5). On His arrival, a large crowd of peo-
ple gathers to greet Him, and spread their cloaks on the road
before Him, while others cut branches from palm trees and place
them on the path. The crowd exclaims: "Hosanna! Blessed is the
King of Israel that comes in the Name of the Lord" (Jn 12:13).

On Palm Sunday, churches are decorated with branches from
willow trees and palm trees. Following a solemn morning serv-
ice, the blessed branches are distributed to the faithful. This pas-
sage from the Gospels reminds each of us about the Coming of
Christ, and teaches us to live in a manner that can make us wor-
thy to stand before the Lord and exclaim: "Hosanna (Praise
God)! Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!"
