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Gospel of Matthew  5:17- 48
"Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets;

I have not come to abolish them but to fulfill them. For truly, I say to
you, until heaven and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass
from the Law until all is accomplished.  Therefore whoever relaxes
one of the least of these commandments and teaches others to do the
same will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but whoever does
them and teaches them will be called great in the kingdom of heaven.
For I tell you, unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and
Pharisees, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. 

Anger
"You have heard that it was said to those of old, 'You shall not mur-

der; and whoever murders will be liable to judgment. 'But I say to you
that everyone who is angry with his brother will be liable to judgment;
whoever insults his brother will be liable to the council; and whoever
says, 'You fool!' will be liable to the hell of fire. So if you are offering
your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother has some-
thing against you, leave your gift there before the altar and go. First be
reconciled to your brother, and then come and offer your gift. Come to
terms quickly with your accuser while you are going with him to court,
lest your accuser hand you over to the judge, and the judge to the
guard, and you be put in prison. Truly, I say to you, you will never get
out until you have paid the last penny.

Lust
"You have heard that it was said, 'You shall not commit adultery.' But

I say to you that everyone who looks at a woman with lustful intent has
already committed adultery with her in his heart.  If your right eye
causes you to sin, tear it out and throw it away. For it is better that you
lose one of your members than that your whole body be thrown into
hell. And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it
away. For it is better that you lose one of your members than that your
whole body go into hell. 

Divorce    
"It was also said, 'Whoever divorces his wife, let him give her a cer-

tificate of divorce.'  But I say to you that everyone who divorces his
wife, except on the ground of sexual immorality, makes her commit
adultery, and whoever marries a divorced woman commits adultery.

Oaths
"Again you have heard that it was said to those of old,' You shall

not swear falsely, but shall perform to the Lord what you have sworn.'
But I say to you, Do not take an oath at all, either by heaven, for  it is
the throne of God, or by the earth, for it is his footstool, or by
Jerusalem, for it is the city of the great King. And do not take an oath
by your head, for you cannot make one hair white or black. Let what
you say be simply 'Yes' or 'No';  anything more than this comes from
evil.

Retaliation   
"You have heard that it was said, 'An eye for an eye and a tooth for

a tooth.' But I say to you, Do not resist the one who is evil. But if any-
one  slaps you on the right cheek, turn to him the other also. And if
anyone would sue you and take your tunic, let him have your cloak as
well. And if anyone forces you to go one mile, go with him two miles.
Give to the one who begs from you, and do not refuse the one who
would borrow from you. 

Love Your Enemies    
"You have heard that it was said,' You shall love your neighbor and

hate your enemy.' But I say to you, Love your enemies and pray for
those who persecute you,  so that you may be sons of your Father who
is in heaven. For he makes his sun rise on the evil and on the good,
and sends rain on the just and on the unjust.  For if you love those who
love you, what reward do you have? Do not even the tax collectors do
the same? And if you greet only your brothers, what more are you
doing than others? Do not even the Gentiles do the same?  You there-
fore must be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect.

I appeal to you therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies
of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and
acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. Do not be
conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of
your minds, so that you may discern what is the will of God-what
is good and acceptable and perfect.

For by the grace given to me I say to everyone among you not
to think of yourself more highly than you ought to think, but to
think with sober judgment, each according to the measure of faith
that God has assigned. For us in one body we have many mem-
bers, and not all the members have the same function, so we, who
are many, are one body in Christ, and individually we are mem-
bers one of another. We have gifts that differ according to the
grace given to us: prophecy, in proportion to faith; ministry, in
ministering; the teacher, in teaching; the exhorter, in exhortation;
the giver, in generosity; the leader, in diligence; the compassion-
ate, in cheerfulness.

Let love be genuine; hate what is evil, hold fast to what is
good; love one another with mutual affection; outdo one another
in showing honor. Do not lag in zeal, be ardent in spirit, serve the
Lord. Rejoice in hope, be patient in suffering. Preserve in prayer.
Contribute to the needs of the saints; extend hospitality to
strangers.

Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse them.
Rejoice with those who rejoice, weep with those who weep. Live
in harmony with one another; do not be  haughty, but associate
with the lowly; do not claim to be wiser than you are. Do not
repay anyone evil for evil, but take thought for what is noble in
the sight of all. If it is possible, so far as it depends on you, live
peaceably with all. Beloved, never avenge yourselves, but leave
room for the wrath of God; for it is written, "Vengeance is mine,
I will repay, says the Lord." No, "if your enemies are hungry, feed

them; if they are thirsty, give them something to drink; for by
doing this you will heap burning coals on their heads. Do not be
overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.

Let every person be subject to the governing authorities; for
there is no authority except from God, and those authorities that
exist have been instituted by God. Therefore whoever resists
authority resists what God has appointed, and those who resist
will incur judgment. For rulers are not a terror to good conduct,
but to bad. Do you wish to have no fear of the authority? Then do
what is good, and you will receive its approval; for it is God's ser-
vant for your good. But if you do what is wrong, you should be
afraid, for the authority does not bear the sword in vain! It is the
servant of God to execute wrath on the wrongdoer. Therefore one
must be subject not only because of wrath but also because of
conscience. For the same reason you also pay taxes, for the
authorities are God's servants, busy with this very thing. Pay to
all what is due them - taxes to whom taxes are due, revenue to
whom revenue is due, honor to whom honor is due.

Owe no one anything, except to love one another; for the one
who loves another has fulfilled the law. The commandments,
"You shall not commit adultery; You shall not murder; You shall
not steal; You shall not covet"; and any other commandment, are
summed up in this word, "Love your neighbor as yourself";
therefore, love is the fulfilling of the law.

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Sunday of Expulsion
The message of the Sunday of Expulsion, continuing on the

theme of Paregentan Sunday, commemorates Adam and Eve's fall
and banishment from Paradise as a result of their sin of disobedi-
ence toward God and His law.  After the expulsion man became
subject to death, pain and every human imperfection.

Adam and Eve disobeyed the command of God, "Of the fruit
of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat,
for in the day that you eat of it you shall die." (Genesis 2:17).  Eve
was tempted by a serpent to eat the fruit of the tree. After she did,
she convinced Adam to eat of it as well.  Adam and Eve then
made aprons of fig leaves to cover their lower parts.  After this act
of disobedience God expelled them from the Garden of Eden.

The act of disobedience damaged the unity of humankind
with God and lead, according to the biblical story, to man's mor-
tality, fall and expulsion from paradise. Prior to the fall, man
experienced a state of innocence in paradise, with freedom of
unity and communication with God, and possession of immortal-
ity and harmony in the cosmos.

During Lenten period, Christians fast in preparation for the
Feast of the Resurrection on Easter Sunday, striving to return to
dependence on God and experience a healing of the relationship
between God and humanity.  His ultimate goal therefore, is an
even closer union with God and closer likeness to God than exist-
ed in the Garden of Eden.

Great Lent
Great Lent is also called Karasnork in Armenian, since it lasts

forty days. Great Lent is the longest of the fasts prescribed in the
liturgical calendar and it begins on the Monday following Poon
Paregentan and lasts for forty days up until the Friday prior to
Lazarus Saturday. Great Lent is therefore "the" preparatory spiri-
tual journey with its destination of Easter, "The Feast of Feasts."
It is the preparation for the "fulfillment of Pascha, the true
Revelation." 

The Liturgical Structure of Lent
Lent originated in the very earliest days of the Church as a
preparatory time for Easter, when the faithful rededicated them

selves and when catechumens were instructed in the faith and
prepared for baptism. By observing the forty days of Lent, the
individual Christian imitates Jesus' withdrawal into the wilder-
ness for forty days and rededication of himself to the church
through prayer, fasting and learning.

The Lenten worship is thus a school of repentance. It teaches
us what repentance is and how to acquire the spirit of repentance.
It prepares us for and leads us to spiritual regeneration, without
which "absolution" remains meaningless. Both teach about
repentance and the way of repentance. And, since there can be no
real Christian life without repentance, without this constant
"reevaluation" of life; the Lenten worship is an essential part of
the liturgical tradition of the Church. 

Posture of the Church
During Lent the Church maintains a penitential posture that is

physically displayed by the closing of the altar curtain on the eve
of Poon Paregentan as a symbolic representation of the expulsion
of Adam and Eve, the first human beings, from the Garden of
Eden. The faithful are thus ushered into the Lenten period as pen-
itents seeking to return to their Creator through prayer, forgive-
ness and instruction. Also during Lent it has become the practice
of the church to not offer Holy Communion during Divine
Liturgy, but is available to those who personally approach the cel-
ebrant.

Fasting during Lent
A special word must be said about fasting during lent.

Generally speaking, fasting is an essential element of the
Christian Life. Christ fasted and taught men to fast. Fasting is
done in secret. It has as its goal the purification of our lives, the
liberation of our souls and bodies from sin, the strengthening of
our human powers of love for God and man, the enlightening of
our entire being for communion with the Blessed Trinity.
