Let no one keep defrauding you of your prize by delighting in self-

abasement and the worship of the angels, taking his stand on visions he
has seen, inflated without cause by his fleshly mind, and not holding
fast to the head, from whom the entire body, being supplied and held
together by the joints and ligaments, grows with a growth which is from
God.  If you have died with Christ to the elementary principles of the
world, why, as if you were living in the world, do you submit yourself
to decrees, such as, "Do not handle, do not taste, do not touch!" (which
all refer to things destined to perish with use)--in accordance with the
commandments and teachings of men? These are matters which have,
to be sure, the appearance of wisdom in self-made religion and self-
abasement and severe treatment of the body, but are of no value against
fleshly indulgence. 

Therefore if you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the
things above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. Set your
mind on the things above, not on the things that are on earth.  For you
have died and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ, who
is our life, is revealed, then you also will be revealed with Him in glory.
Therefore consider the members of your earthly body as dead to
immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and greed, which amounts to
idolatry. For it is because of these things that the wrath of God will
come upon the sons of disobedience,  and in them you also once
walked, when you were living in them.  But now you also, put them all
aside: anger, wrath, malice, slander, and abusive speech from your
mouth. Do not lie to one another, since you laid aside the old self with
its evil practices, and have put on the new self who is being renewed to
a true knowledge according to the image of the One who  created him -
a renewal in which there is no distinction between Greek and Jew, cir-
cumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave and freeman,
but Christ is all, and in all. So, as those who have been chosen of God,
holy and beloved, put on a heart of compassion, kindness, humility,
gentleness and patience;  bearing with one another, and forgiving each
other, whoever has a complaint against anyone;  just as the Lord forgave
you, so also should you.  Beyond all these things put on love, which is
the perfect bond of unity.  Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to
which indeed you were called in one body;  and be thankful.  Let the
word of Christ richly dwell within you, with all wisdom teaching and
admonishing one another with psalms and hymns and spiritual songs,
singing with thankfulness in your hearts to God. Whatever you do in
word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks
through Him to God the Father.

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THE SUNDAY OF ADVENT

The Sunday of Advent, reminds us of the end of the present
order of the world, the second coming of the Christ, the resur-
rection of the dead, the Last Judgment and the creation of a new
earth and new heaven. The Gospel for Matins according to St.
Mark articulates Jesus' prophecy about the future end times.
Jesus gave
His followers a prophetic picture of the end times- including
events leading up to it. He also talked about future events, con-
nected with His return to earth to judge all people. Jesus predict-
ed both near and distant events without putting them in chrono-
logical order.

Jesus warns His followers about the future to provide them
with a guide to live by glorifying God in the present age to pre-
pare for the future fulfillment of the Kingdom. Many predic-
tions Jesus made in this passage have not yet been fulfilled, but
they were made to help the faithful remain spiritually alert and
prepared at all times as the Church eagerly waits for His Second
Coming.

Remember The Church
In Your Will
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St. Gregory The Enlightener
The Father, and the first and greatest figure of the Armenian Church, was
St. Gregory the Enlightener, who founded the church and who reoriented
the history of the Armenian people.
This great saint, endowed with a powerful will and extraordinary admin-
istrative ability, was born with a bent to adhere to high principles.
Though orphaned at an early age he had the good fortune of receiving a
high, secular and religious education under the tutelage of evangelistic
church fathers who nurtured his soul in a strongly religious environment.
It is certain that St. Gregory the Enlightener married at about age 20-22
at the latest, and that by age 25 he was the father of two boys.
In writing the biography of St. Gregory the Enlightener the celebrated
writer Agathangelos has emphasized the great faith of the saint, his apos-
tolic and providential mission, his marvelous works which led to the spir-
itual transformation of a whole nation, to a cultural revolution, to the
establishment of a unified nation, and his willing sacrifices for the sake
of principal. Unfortunately King Tiridates "showed more reverence
toward the goddess Artemis than all others, to the level of adoration. And
he wanted the blessed Gregory, whom he esteemed, to share his idolatry
of their gods, expressed his gratitude for Gregory's many services, and
pleaded for him to join him also in belief and worship of their gods, not
to recoil from them.
St. Gregory refused to follow King Tiridates' orders. This positive and
lofty principle held by St. Gregory the Enlightener was undoubtedly very
offensive to the king, who needed to stand authoritative in his circle.

Entrance into the Pit 
Orders were immediately issued to carry out the punishment appropriate
in those times. He ordered the Saint's death by banishing him to the pit of
Ararat. (Khor Virap). This deep pit reserved for notorious criminals con-
demned to death and located in the citadel of that town. The bottom was
muddy mire where snakes thrived and the air was bad. Those confined
there suffered a sure death as a result of the unsavory surroundings. It is
reported that Gregory survived in the pit for thirteen years. Gregory's sur-
vival was made possible through the charity of a widow who lived in the
fortress where the dungeon was located. She had received a command in

a dream to prepare a loaf of bread everyday and throw it down into the
pit. That served as the source of Gregory's sustenance for thirteen years.
At the site of the bottomless pit there is now a monastery, called Khor
Virabi Vank (Monastery of Khor Virab, a place of pilgrimage facing
Mount Ararat and almost on the border of present-day Armenia and
Turkey). Within the monastic complex itself there is also a domed
church that was originally dedicated to the Mother-of-God. The present
seventeenth century sanctuary, called St. Gregory the Illuminator,
replaced the former church.
The Feast of St. Gregory's Commitment to the pit is at present a day of
pilgrimage to Khor Virab in the Republic of Armenia. During the night
and morning liturgical hours on that day special hymns dedicated to St.
Gregory's commitment to the pit are chanted in all of our churches
throughout the world. These hymns, grouped together as a "canon," are
attributed to the thirteenth century theologian and poet Hovhannes Bluz
Vartabed of Erzinjan.
