We wouldn't ask what we can get out of a person, unless you're
treating that person like an object. Truth be told, that kind of mentality
went out with slavery, which was the result of using (abusing) people for

 personal gain.

When we change the question from "What do | really want out of
life?" to "What does life want from me?" it's only natural that we have
to face the next question: "What are the challenges that life as given to
me?"

If we take the gift of life seriously, we have to face the challenges
given to us, be it making friends, finding a life partner, our
education/career, dealing with illness and aging parents. Responsibility
means response-ability (being able to respond to challenges before us).
So where's God the Father in all this and what has He done to help us
endure and overcome the challenges of life? He has given us the direc-
tion (command, really), to not blend ourselves with the imperfect world,
but to unify ourselves with holiness, godliness and divinity. More than
that, He's given us the tools to achieve it.

2 Peter 1:3-9 His divine power has given us everything needed for
life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by His
own glory and goodness.
