Agha Garabed Melkonian (1849-1934)

Krikor and Garabed Melkonian brothers were born in Caesarea, Turkey.
At their young age, they moved to Istanbul, then migrated to Romania, and
hey finally decided to settle in Alexandria, Egypt where they started selling
obacco in a small stand. Later, the Melkonian brothers moved their tobacco
usiness to Zakazik. After a few years, they were able to build more factories
in other cities of Aswan. In 1900, they moved to Cairo where they built a large
obacco plant. Hard work, employment, entrepreneurial spirit, and luck
elped them reach a great success. In 1914, the Melkonian Company had 80
ranches that provided cigarettes in Egypt, Japan, and Siam.

Krikor and Garabed did not speak, read or write Armenian. But they
new the value of education and contributed to their childhood schools and
ave charity to Geumishian and Telgadintsi schools. Krikor, whose original
lan was to build a girls’ school, died in 1920 and Garabed became heir to his
ealth. He respected the will of his brother, and upon all his wealth, he added
bout 600,000 British gold specie (Over 15 million dollars to days value) to be
llocated for the construction and maintenance of schools for goth boys and
irls, as well as other cultural events in the homeland and the diaspora.

Garabed Melkonian and Bishop Mushegh searched for various locations
o build the orphanage/school and eventually decided on Cyprus for safety and
ecurity reasons (the island was under the rule of England.) Cyprus was also
lose to the Armenian populated countries in the Middle East. Garabed
elkonian’s wish came true and the orphanage was built there, where no
osque minaret was built to scare the orphans. The orphanage had two
ultiple story buildings where they included a villa for the principal, a
os;l)(ital, apartments for the teachers, kitchen, basin, bathrooms, wine cellar,
orkshop, and a barn. The grand opening took place in 1926. The orphanage
radually was transformed into a boarding high school where students of both
exes, aged 6-13 came from different orphanages in Syria, Palestine, Lebanon,
reece, Egypt, and Cyprus.

Garabed Melkonian enjoyed the benevolent work of their school for 10
ears. He said, "Turks massacred us, they killed our parents, our
dministrators and tried to destroy our whole nation. Buildin% this school will
venge our solution. The orphans will again build the house of their father, and
hey shall build new ones.)

The mausoleum of the two brothers, the greatest benefactors, contains
wo buildings. A marble monument was built in 1955 to house their busts. It
ecame a place of pilgrimage for every Melkoniantsis.

The Melkonian Institute remained in operation until 2004/2005.
espite its closure in 2005, Melkoniantsis around the world feel eternally
rateful, and will continue the tradition to which they find themselves.
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
