For that
reason the Church blesses the married state so that the husband and wife
may be exalted and might realize, fulfill and attain a fundamental aim of
marriage; namely, to create a Christ-loving, God-pleasing family, and to
inspire children and others in the faith and knowledge of the Gospel.

When the holy state of matrimony becomes contaminated by secular
society (and it’s lack of Judeo-Christian values), then the very basic unit
of society and the very core around which children are nurtured, is
corrupted and torn apart. Without the holy state of marriage and the bonds
of the family, we become a society without purpose or meaning.

When husband and wife are united in marriage, they no longer seem like
something earthly, but rather like the image of God Himself.

In his young adulthood he withdrew to the
desert to live and pray as an ascetic. When the bishop of Nisibis
died with the advice of the hermit Maroukheh everyone focused on
James the Hermit and summoning him from the desert ordained him
bishop in 320 A.D., where he served with great zeal.

He was present in 325 A.D. at the council of Nicea, where
according to tradition he enjoyed great respect from the Emperor
Constantine and the attendees of the council. He became one of the
great champions of the orthodoxy of the Christian Church against
Arianism.

For I am sure that neither
death nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to
come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be
able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Romans 8:34-
39)

circumstances. Because of Christ, I know that nothing can separate me from
the love of God.
