For that 
reason the Church blesses the married state so that the husband and wife 
may be exalted and might realize, fulfill and attain a fundamental aim of 
marriage; namely, to create a Christ-loving, God-pleasing family, and to 
inspire children and others in the faith and knowledge of the Gospel. 

• When the holy state of matrimony becomes contaminated by secular 
society (and it’s lack of Judeo-Christian values), then the very basic unit 
of society and the very core around which children are nurtured, is 
corrupted and torn apart. Without the holy state of marriage and the 
bonds of the family, we become a society without purpose or meaning. 

• When husband and wife are united in marriage, they no longer seem like 
something earthly, but rather like the image of God Himself.

I am Forgiven 

In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses, 
according to the riches of His grace which He lavished upon us. (Ephesians 1:7-8)

I am Reconciled with God
