Romans (¢nnu.) 13:11-14:25

As for the one who is weak in faith, welcome him, but not to quarrel over opinions.
One person believes he may eat anything, while the weak person eats only
vegetables. Let not the one who eats despise the one who abstains, and let not the
one who abstains pass judgment on the one who eats, for God has welcomed him.
Who are you to pass judgment on the servant of another? It is before his own master
that he stands or falls. And he will be upheld, for the Lord is able to make him stand.

One person esteems one day as better than another, while another esteems all days
alike. Each one should be fully convinced in his own mind. The one who observes
the day, observes it in honor of the Lord. The one who eats, eats in honor of the
Lord, since he gives thanks to God, while the one who abstains, abstains in honor of
the Lord and gives thanks to God. For none of us lives to himself, and none of us
dies to himself. For if we live, we live to the Lord, and if we die, we die to the Lord.
So then, whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord’s. For to this end Christ
died and lived again, that he might be Lord both of the dead and of the living.

Why do you pass judgment on your brother? Or you, why do you despise your
brother? For we will all stand before the judgment seat of God; for it is written, "As
I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to
God." So then each of us will give an account of himself to God.

And whenever you pray, do
not be like the hypocrites; for they love to stand and pray in the synagogues and
at the street corners, so that they may be seen by others. Truly I tell you, they
have received their reward. But whenever you pray, go into your room and shut
the door and pray to your Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in
secret will reward you. When you are praying, do not heap up empty phrases as
the Gentiles do; for they think that they will be heard because of their many
words. Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you need before you
ask him. Pray then in this way: Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name.
Your kingdom come. Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this
day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our
debtors. And do not bring us to the time of trial, but rescue us from the evil one.
For if you forgive others their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive
you; but if you do not forgive others, neither will your Father forgive your
trespasses.

" What the Church Fathers say About:
Penance (Part 11)

By Metropolitan Innocent of Moscow

Let’s present an example and comparison to confession. Suppose
you had only one utensil of some kind, which you, through negligence or
laziness, allowed it, little by little, to be accumulated with all sorts of dirt,
such that the utensil became unusable and even unbearable to look at
without repugnance.

If a king wanted to give you, as a gift, some sort of fragrant and
costly balsam, one drop of which could heal all the infirmities and protect
your health, what would you do? Would you refuse such a costly gift?
No! It would be very natural for you to accept such a gift and you would
try to clean your utensil. How would you start? Naturally, first and
foremost you would rid it of all uncleanliness by washing it with water
and even put flame to it, so it would no longer retain any of its former
odor.

Let the utensil represent the soul given to you by God, which you
have brought to such a state that it has been filled with all kinds of
transgressions and untruths.

Let the sweet-smelling balsam represent the Holy Spirit, which
heals all infirmities and calamities, which freely flows from the grace of
God.

Your examination of your utensil or vessel represents your
recalling of all your sins which have burdened you.

The cleaning out of your vessel represents your confession of your
sins before your Father Confessor. The washing with water of the vessel
represents your contrite and tearful repentance.

Does confession have any value at all or is of no use at all? It is
not only worthwhile, but it’s essential as well, because just as it is
impossible to clean a vessel without ridding it of uncleanliness, so too it’s
impossible to purge your soul of sins without confession.

Is confession alone enough to be worthy of the reception of the
Holy Spirit? Certainly not, because to receive the sweet-smelling and
priceless balsam into the defiled vessel, it is not enough to just empty it. It
must also be washed with water and have flame put to it to burn all
residue.

In order to receive the Holy Spirit, it is not enough to just confess
or recite your sins before you Father Confessor. It is also necessary to
purge your soul with repentance, contrition and humility.

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Premier Carnavale — Poon Paregentan

Poon Paregentan is the last Sunday, which precedes the six-
week period (40 days) of Great Lent. It falls seven weeks prior to
the Resurrection (Easter Sunday) and is movable within an
interval of thirty five days, along with the Feast of the
Resurrection, from February 1 to March 7. The theme of this day
recalls man’s existence while living in perfect harmony with God
in the Garden of Eden. The hymns and odes of the day recall the
story of God creating mankind in His image and likeness, placing
man in a bountiful garden paradise without sin and allowing man
to share in His divinity.

Poon Paregentan ushers the faithful into the Lenten period of
strict fasting, penance and reconciliation, with its ultimate
destination of Easter, the Feast of the Glorious Resurrection of
Our Lord Jesus Christ. In the Armenian Church all Sundays of
Lent have a theme. The Church provides these themes for the
purpose of communicating the reality of Christian life and to
prepare the penitents for communion with Jesus Christ.

Great Lent -Utd Nwiha

Great Lent is also called Karasnork in Armenian, since it lasts forty days. Great Lent is
the longest of the fasts prescribed in the liturgical calendar and it begins on the Monday
following Poon Paregentan and lasts for forty days up until the Friday prior to Lazarus
Saturday. Great Lent is therefore “the” preparatory spiritual journey with its destination
of Easter, “The Feast of Feasts.” It is the preparation for the “fulfillment of Pascha, the
true Revelation.”

Lent originated in the very earliest days of the Church as a preparatory time for
Easter, when the faithful rededicated themselves and when catechumens were instructed
in the faith and prepared for baptism. By observing the forty days of Lent, the
individual Christian imitates Jesus’ withdrawal into the wilderness for forty days and
rededication of himself to the church through prayer, fasting and learning.

The Lenten worship is thus a school of repentance. It teaches us what repentance
is and how to acquire the spirit of repentance. It prepares us for and leads us to spiritual
regeneration, without which “absolution” remains meaningless. Both teach about
repentance and the way of repentance. And, since there can be no real Christian life
without repentance, without this constant “reevaluation” of life; the Lenten worship is
an essential part of the liturgical tradition of the Church.

During Lent the Church maintains a penitential posture that is physically
displayed by the closing of the altar curtain on the eve of Poon Paregentan as a
symbolic representation of the expulsion of Adam and Eve, the first human beings,
from the Garden of Eden. The faithful are thus ushered into the Lenten period as
penitents seeking to return to their Creator through prayer, forgiveness and instruction.
Also during Lent it has become the practice of the church to not offer Holy Communion
during Divine Liturgy, but is available to those who personally approach the celebrant.

A special word must be said about fasting during lent. Generally speaking, fasting
is an essential element of the Christian Life. Christ fasted and taught men to fast.
Fasting is done in secret. It has as its goal the purification of our lives, the liberation of
our souls and bodies from sin, the strengthening of our human powers of love for God
and man, the enlightening of our entire being for communion with the Blessed Trinity.
