Romans 13:11-14:25
As for  the one who is weak in faith, welcome him, but not to quarrel 

over opinions. One person believes he may eat anything, while the weak 
person eats only vegetables. Let not the one who eats despise the one who 
abstains, and let not the one who abstains pass judgment on the one who eats, 
for God has welcomed him. Who are you to pass judgment on the servant of 
another?

Beware of practicing your piety before others in order to be seen by 

them; for then you have no reward from your Father in heaven.  So 
whenever you give alms, do not sound a trumpet before you, as the 
hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, so that they may be 
praised by others. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward. But 
when you give alms, do not let your left hand know what your right hand 
is doing, so that your alms may be done in secret; and your Father who 
sees in secret will reward you.  And whenever you pray, do not be like the 
hypocrites; for they love to stand and pray in the synagogues and at the 
street corners, so that they may be seen by others. Truly I tell you, they 
have received their reward. But whenever you pray, go into your room and 
shut the door and pray to your Father who is in secret; and your Father 
who sees in secret will reward you.  When you are praying, do not heap up 
empty phrases as the Gentiles do; for they think that they will be heard 
because of their many words. Do not be like them, for your Father knows 
what you need before you ask him.  Pray then in this way: Our Father in 
heaven, hallowed be your name. Your kingdom come. Your will be done, 
on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us 
our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors. And do not bring us to the 
time of trial, but rescue us from the evil one.

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From the Depths of the Heart: 
Prayers of St. Gregory of Narek 

English Translation by Dr. Abraham Terian  

Prayer 4 

Creator of heaven and earth, since I have begun conversing with you who 
hold in your hand the vital breath of my immensely sinful soul, truly I 
tremble and quake, greatly worried, in constant fear, remembering your 
inescapable and impartial tribunal, fearsome and unbearable, beyond the 
bounds of words for a rebuked sinner like me.   

Moreover, there exists no remedy for my perilously serious and incurable 
wounds from the stinging bites by the deadly fangs of the mouth of him 
who hunts down my soul for perdition.  More so, since according to the 
speaker in Proverbs, “there is no answering on the day of battle 

No self-justifying with words, 

No covering with cloaks, 

No disusing with masks, 

No flattering with pleasant remarks, 

No deceiving with pretenses, 

No lying with fitted statements,  

No fleeing on sift feet, 

No turning of the back, 

No rubbing of the face on the ground, 

No biting into the soil, 

No sinking into the depths of the earth. 

For the hidden things are bare before you, the invisible things manifest.  

And now, I pray you, O Compassionate One, grant me your mercy as you 
prescribed to us in your own words, saying, “Make that offering to God in 
the name of your salvation and be holy, for I desire mercy and not 
sacrifice.”  Hence, be exalted anew with this remembrance, you who 
are venerated with incense.  You are the possessor of everything and 
everything is from you and to you glory from all. Amen.  

                Great Lent
Great Lent is also called Karasnork in Armenian, since it lasts forty days. 
Great Lent is the longest of the fasts prescribed in the liturgical calendar and 
it begins on the Monday following Poon Paregentan and lasts for forty days 
up until the Friday prior to Lazarus Saturday. Great Lent is therefore “the” 
preparatory spiritual journey with its destination of Easter, “The Feast of 
Feasts.” It is the preparation for the “fulfillment of Pascha, the true 
Revelation.” 

The Liturgical Structure of Lent
Lent originated in the very earliest days of the Church as a preparatory time 
for Easter, when the faithful rededicated themselves and when catechumens 
were instructed in the faith and prepared for baptism. By observing the forty 
days of Lent, the individual Christian imitates Jesus’ withdrawal into the 
wilderness for forty days and rededication of himself to the church through 
prayer, fasting and learning.

The Lenten worship is thus a school of repentance. It teaches us what 
repentance is and how to acquire the spirit of repentance. It prepares us for 
and leads us to spiritual regeneration, without which “absolution” remains 
meaningless. Both teach about repentance and the way of repentance. And, 
since there can be no real Christian life without repentance, without this 
constant “reevaluation” of life; the Lenten worship is an essential part of the 
liturgical tradition of the Church. 

Posture of the Church
During Lent the Church maintains a penitential posture that is physically 
displayed by the closing of the altar curtain on the eve of Poon Paregentan as 
a symbolic representation of the expulsion of Adam and Eve, the first human 
beings, from the Garden of Eden. The faithful are thus ushered into the 
Lenten period as penitents seeking to return to their Creator through prayer, 
forgiveness and instruction. Also during Lent it has become the practice of 
the church to not offer Holy Communion during Divine Liturgy, but is 
available to those who personally approach the celebrant.

Fasting During Lent
A special word must be said about fasting during lent. Generally speaking, 
fasting is an essential element of the Christian Life. Christ fasted and taught 
men to fast. Fasting is done in secret. It has as its goal the purification of our 
lives, the liberation of our souls and bodies from sin, the strengthening of our 
human powers of love for God and man, the enlightening of our entire being 
for communion with the Blessed Trinity.

and sinners.’”

When Jesus walked the earth, Israel was under the political thumb of 
the Roman Empire.  As if it weren’t bad enough that the children of the one, 
true God were controlled by an empire who worshipped false gods, they also 
had to pay taxes to them.  To achieve that goal, Rome employed Jews to collect 
those taxes from other Jews, and they took a profit in the process.  Just imagine! 
A Jew comes to your door to take your money in order to hand it over to the 
occupying force and he’ll keep a percentage of it for himself! No wonder tax 
collectors were not liked in Israel at the time!  

That’s the atmosphere in which Jesus sat and ate with a tax collector, 
named Matthew. As if that wasn’t enough, he later accepted him as one of His 
disciples! Obviously the people weren’t exactly thrilled at His actions: “Why do 
you eat and drink with tax collectors and sinners?”   His response to them 
characterizes the purpose of His ministry: “Those who are well, have no need of 
a physician, but those who are ill; I have not come to call the righteous, but 
sinners to repentance.”   Matthew 5:31-32 

In fact He reached out to all classes and groups of people including the 
physically ill, the demon-possessed and those who openly led an immoral 
lifestyle. In short, Christ made no distinction between people.  Remember the 
final words to His disciples?  We know it as the “Great Commission” Go and 
make disciples of ALL nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the 
Son and the Holy Spirit”  Matthew 28:19.  Notice he said ALL! 

St. Paul put it in no uncertain terms: “I have already charged that all 
men, both Jews and Greeks, are under the power of sin, as it is written: ‘None is 
righteous, no, not one…’” Romans 3:9.  Later he says: “For there is no 
distinction, since all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God…” Romans 
3:22

every way, just as we are, yet was without sin.” Hebrews 4:15 

Of all people, Jesus understands how and why we make poor choices. 
That’s why He offered Himself as the ultimate sacrifice for our sinful nature. 
After all, He’s the one who said Love one another as I have loved you. Greater 
love has no one than this, that he lay down his life for his friends.” John 15:12-13  
According to this command, we’re to emulate Christ  and seek out modern-day 
tax collectors….and everyone else who needs a Friend of Sinners.
