Titus (Didos) 1:1-11
Paul, a servant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ, for the sake of 

the faith of God’s elect and the knowledge of the truth that is in accordance 
with godliness, in the hope of eternal life that God, who never lies, promised 
before the ages began, in due time he revealed his word through the 
proclamation with which I have been entrusted by the command of God our 
Savior.

   To Titus, my loyal child in the faith we share: Grace and peace from 
God the Father and Christ Jesus our Savior.
   I left you behind in Crete for this reason, so that you should put in order 
what remained to be done, and should appoint elders in every town, as I 
directed you: someone who is blameless, married only once, whose children 
are believers, not accused of debauchery and not rebellious. For a bishop, as 
God’s steward, must be blameless; he must not be arrogant or quick-tempered 
or addicted to wine or violent or greedy for gain; but he must be hospitable, a 
lover of goodness, prudent, upright, devout, and self-controlled. He must have 
a firm grasp of the word that is trustworthy in accordance with the teaching, 
so that he may be able both to preach with sound doctrine and to refute those 
who contradict it.

   There are also many rebellious people, idle talkers and deceivers, 
especially those of the circumcision; they must be silenced, since they are 
upsetting whole families by teaching for sordid gain what is not right to teach.

The St. Leonidus (Ghevondian) Saints
In the Armenian Church the Feast of the Ghevondian Saints has an appealing and 

unique meaning. The feast is celebrated each year on the Tuesday preceding the Feast of the 
Vardanians.

This collective name for the feast, Ghevondian Saints, reflects the idea of the sacrifice 
made by a multitude of worthy heroes in giving their lives in the name of their faith and 
nation.

These brave men were self-denying churchmen who were not only preachers against 
tyranny, but also fighters in the front lines in the War of the Vardanians, both before the battle 
itself and in the continuing popular resistance during the subsequent period.

Virtually all of them were in a contemporary group, who lived in the first half of the 
fifth century, and who obtained their religious and patriotic teachings under the greatest 
teachers of the first and greatest era of Armenian Literary scholarship, St. Sahak and St. 
Mesrop Mashtots, or through inspiration from them.

The firm religious faith of the Ghevondian Saints, their genuine cooperation with the 
people, the living example they became in fighting in the front lines of the Vardanian War with 
cross in hand while wielding the sword and their total commitment to the consecrated cause 
were the facts and the evidence of their character as ideal churchmen. These are the qualities of 
life and virtue that lead Armenian churchmen in cities where there are large Armenian 
populations to come together each year, celebrate the Divine Liturgy, and make these ideas the 
subject matter for reflection and renewed vows. These qualities are regarded in the Armenian 
Church as the epitome of indestructible faith and total dedication.

In the same manner as with the use of the name Vardanian, the term Ghevondians is 
taken to mean the many, but it is based on the name of one of them, Ghevond Yerets (Leonidus 
the Cleric). He became the eponym because of his dauntless trait and his brilliant mind 
regarding which writers and historians have written with awe and esteem, and at length.

What the Church Fathers say About: Penance
(Part I)

This, my son, is how you should begin your life according to God.  You 
should continually and unceasingly call to mind all the blessings which 
God, in His love, has bestowed upon you in the past and still bestows 
for the salvation of your soul. You must not let forgetfulness of your evil 
works or laziness make you grow unmindful of these many and great 
blessings (and so pass the rest of your life uselessly and ungratefully.  
For this kind of continual recollection moves it constantly to confession 
and humility, to thanksgiving with a contrite soul.
