Grant the Mercy of Your Grace 

Prayer 2 

Grant me life, compassionate one.  Hear me, merciful one Show favor, forgiving 
one. Save, forbearing one.  Defend, protector. Be benevolent, mighty one.  Deliver, 
omnipotent one.  Revive, restorer.  Raise up again, astounding one.  Enlighten, 
heavenly one.  Heal, resourceful one. Grant pardon, inscrutable one. Reward with 
gifts, generous one.  Adorn with grace, affable one. Reconcile, immaculate one. 
Accept, charitable one. Wipe away transgressions, blessed one.  

Thus, on that agonizing day, when I stare at the abyss on either side, I may also 
catch sight of your salvation, my hope and guardian.  When I lift up my eyes to 
look at the most confounding, frightening path, may your angel of peace meet me 
kindly.  Show me, Lord, on the day of my breath’s departure, that pure spirit 
ascending with light to the happy ones in heaven, arriving there with gifts of your 
love.  May you appoint me to the company of the departed righteous.  May you 
grant me an unexpected kindness on the day of despair, evil though I am.  Far be it 
for you, lauded one, who are the salvation of all, to designate a cruel beast as a 
travelling companion to lead me, your sick sheep (now) dead in sin; (rather, grant) 
incorrupt life, salvation to me, who am devastated by transgressions.  

Will you, my expectation, possibly forget your being benevolent?  

Will you, caring one, neglect your being compassionate?  

Will you, immutable one, alter your love for humankind?  

Will you, everlasting one, withdraw your life-giving?  

Will you abandon the pleasant fruit of your mercy?  

Will you mar the gracious flower of your kindness?  

Will you dishonor the stately substance of your bounty?  

Will you change the glory of your resplendent white hair?6  

Will you discard the fittingly pleasant splendor of your crown?  

Since the merciful are blessed,7 then you, Kingdom unto yourself, are full of 
blessedness.  

Will you not grant me full salvation?  

Will you not offer a remedy for my wounds?  

Will you not have a salve for my injuries?  

Will you not provide a cure for my frailty?  

Will you not let light shine in darkness, for me who trusts in your strength?   

You, gift of life to the universe, you alone have glory of your own, truly and 
everlasting existence, attested ever since there was nothing, O blessed and glorified 
trinity, eternally and beyond the limits of all conceivable infinities.

St. Sarkis the General
St. Sarkis lived during the fourth century and was from Caesarea of 

Cappadocia in Asia Minor. He rose through the military ranks as a consequence of 
his valiant campaigns and even became a trustworthy and faithful general to 
Emperor Constantine the Great, the first Christian Roman and Byzantine Emperor.

At the accession to power of Emperor Julian the Apostate in 361 A.D., Sarkis 
took refuge with his son Mardiros in Armenia. Later when the Pagan Emperor Julian 
fought against the Persians, Sarkis and his son went to Persia to join the army in the 
service of Persian King Shapur II. Sarkis, along with Mardiros, fought with great 
bravery against Julian’s defeated army. Sarkis was able to convert many Persian 
soldiers to Christianity.

King Shapur II eventually discovered that Sarkis was a Christian and asked 
him to abandon his faith and embrace Zoroastrianism, instead. The king gave him 
this option because he did not want to lose the faithful and courageous service of his 
top general. Both Sarkis and his son steadfastly refused to abandon their faith. King 
Shapur’s promises of higher positions and of wealth did not cause Sarkis and 
Mardiros to alter their firm stand. They would rather die than deny Christ. Finally, 
the king executed both Sarkis and Mardiros. After the death of St. Sarkis, fourteen of 
his soldiers who had become Christians came to bury the Saint. These soldiers also 
met a martyred death at the hands of the Persian king for simply burying their 
teacher in Christ.

TOP 100 NAMES OF GOD 
#2 Bread of Life 

Then Jesus declared, “I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go 
hungry and he who believes in me, will never be thirsty….I am the bread of life.”   
John 6: 35, 48 

When somebody says they want to break bread with another person, it 
usually means more than just having lunch at the local Denny’s. The idea of 
breaking bread implies that you’ve started a special relationship.  In Armenian 
we use the word unger to mean a buddy or friend.  It’s actually a compound 
word coming from unt + ger (with food).  The implication is that you’re not an 
unger until and unless you share a meal.  In English we have the same idea 
when we use the word companion.  It’s from Latin com + pan (with bread).  

Jesus made it clear that there are two kinds of bread in this world: the 
kind you use to make a sandwich, which fills our poreegs for a couple of hours 
and the second kind, which satisfies us all the way to eternal life (meaning 
Himself).  

In His ministry he did the miracle of multiplying the bread and fish. In 
John Chapter 6, Jesus describes Himself, in no uncertain terms, that HE is the 
Bread of Life.  These events all point to one of His last miracles, when He took 
bread at the Last Supper and changed it into His blessed Body.   

This act parallels His first miracle (changing water into wine at the 
wedding feast in Galilee) and one of His last miracles, changing wine into His 
precious blood. They’re all connected to the message of John chapter 6.  

Just as the living Father sent me and I live because of the Father, so the 
one who feeds on me will live because of me.  This is the bread that came down 
from heaven. Your forefathers ate manna and died, but he who feeds on this bread 
will live forever. John 6:57-58 

The idea of Jesus as the Bread of Life is hard to swallow for a lot of 
people (sorry for the pun). People in His day thought the same: Isn’t this the son 
of Joseph and Mary?  Surely they wondered what He meant when He said 
Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me and I in him Jn. 6:56  
People were just not prepared to follow Him.  

It was Peter who had seen enough to make him a believer. Lord, you 
have the words of eternal life.  We believe and know that you are the Holy One of 
God. Jn. 6:68 Peter had broken bread with the savior, witnessed His Miracles 
and accepted Him as the Bread of Life. He was no longer searching for answers.  

Many of us, frankly, need our daily fix of caffeine, bagel and cream 
cheese, make it through work, grab a bite for dinner, catch Wheel of Fortune or 
Jeopardy on T.V.  and then we’re “good to go;” our day is complete. Or is it?  If 
we take our faith seriously, we really need that Bread of Life that will satisfy us 
eternally.
