What the Church Fathers Say About
Christian Love and the Sanctity of Marriage

* The Orthodox Church understanding of marriage is very clear:  
marriage is the fundamental cell of the organism known as 
“society.” For that reason the Church blesses the married state so 
that the husband and wife may be exalted and might realize, 
fulfill and attain a fundamental aim of marriage; namely, to create 
a Christ-loving, God-pleasing family, and to inspire children and 
others in the faith and knowledge of the Gospel. 

* When the holy state of matrimony becomes contaminated by 
secular society (and it’s lack of Judeo-Christian values), then the 
very basic unit of society and the very core around which 
children are nurtured, is corrupted and torn apart. Without the 
holy state of marriage and the bonds of the family, we become a 
society without purpose or meaning. 

* When husband and wife are united in marriage, they no longer 
seem like something earthly, but rather like the image of God 
Himself. 

St. John Chrysostom (407)

* Love can do all things and if it ceases to be generous and 
sharing, it is no longer love. 

St. Gregory the Theologian (604) 

* Two souls united in this way have nothing to fear. With 
harmony, peace and mutual love, husband and wife possess every 
possible wealth. They can live in peace behind impregnable wall 
which protects them, which is love in accordance with God’s will.  
Thanks to love, they are harder than a diamond, harder than iron, 
they have everything they need as they steer their course towards 
eternal glory and enter more and more fully into God’s grace. 

St. John Chrysostom (407)

* Love is not puffed up…arrogance is like a very tall but rotten 
tree.  All of its branches are brittle and if someone climbs upon it, 
he immediately falls from the height he has attained. 

St. Ephraim the Syrian (372) 
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
