 As for  the one who is weak in faith, welcome him, but not to quarrel over opinions. 
One person believes he may eat anything, while the weak person eats only 
vegetables. Let not the one who eats despise the one who abstains, and let not the 
one who abstains pass judgment on the one who eats, for God has welcomed him.

Beware of practicing your piety before others in order to be seen by them; for 
then you have no reward from your Father in heaven.  So whenever you give 
alms, do not sound a trumpet before you, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues 
and in the streets, so that they may be praised by others. Truly I tell you, they 
have received their reward. But when you give alms, do not let your left hand 
know what your right hand is doing, so that your alms may be done in secret; 
and your Father who sees in secret will reward you.  And whenever you pray, 
do not be like the hypocrites; for they love to stand and pray in the synagogues 
and at the street corners, so that they may be seen by others. Truly I tell you, 
they have received their reward. But whenever you pray, go into your room and 
shut the door and pray to your Father who is in secret; and your Father who 
sees in secret will reward you.  When you are praying, do not heap up empty 
phrases as the Gentiles do; for they think that they will be heard because of 
their many words. Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you need 
before you ask him.  Pray then in this way: Our Father in heaven, hallowed be 
your name. Your kingdom come. Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. 
Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we also have 
forgiven our debtors. And do not bring us to the time of trial, but rescue us from 
the evil one.  For if you forgive others their trespasses, your heavenly Father 
will also forgive you; but if you do not forgive others, neither will your Father 
forgive your trespasses.

You must not let forgetfulness of your evil 
works or laziness make you grow unmindful of these many and great 
blessings (and so pass the rest of your life uselessly and ungratefully.  
For this kind of continual recollection moves it constantly to confession 
and humility, to thanksgiving with a contrite soul.

Enter into the Church and wash away your sins. For there is a hospital 
for sinners and not a court of law.
