I am Free

Jesus said to the Jews who had believed in him, “If you continue in my word, you
are truly my disciples and you will know the truth and the truth will make you
free.” (John 8:32)  Truly, truly I say to you, everyone who commits sin is a
slave to sin. (John 8:34) But now that you have been set free from sin and have
become slaves of God, the return you get is sanctification and its end, eternal life.
For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ
Jesus our Lord. (Romans 6:22-23) So through God you are no longer a slave,
but a son and if a son, then an heir. (Galatians 4:7) Christ has set us free, so
stand fast and do not submit again to a yoke of slavery. (Galatians 5:1)

Because of Christ, I am no longer a slave to sin; rather, I’ve been set free!

We know that in everything God works for good with those who love him, who are
called according to his purpose. (Romans 8:28) What then shall we say to this?

No, in all these things we are
more than conquerors through him who loved us. For I am sure that neither
death nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to
come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be
able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Romans 8:34-
39)

Because of Christ, I know that God works things for my good in all
circumstances. Because of Christ, I know that nothing can separate me from
the love of God.

I am Sealed, Safe and Secure

For all the promises of God find their Yes in him. That is why we utter the Amen
through him, to the glory of God. It is God who establishes us with you in Christ
and has commissioned us; he has put his seal on us and given us his Spirit in our
hearts as a guarantee. (2 Cor 1:20-22)
