Dear Faithful of St. Gregory Parish:

The tragic turn of events in Artsakh has not only impacted the future of Armenia itself,
bat also the role of Diasporan Armenians. The very existence of our homeland is being threatened
by vicious regimes, who think nothing of eliminating Armenians from their ancestral lands. History
has tanght us what Turkey and Azerbaijan are capable of doing.

In light of this threat, St. Gregory Parish Council is commiiting $10,000 of parish funds for
humanitarian aid to Artsakh, as a dollar for dollar challenge to our parishioners. Every dollar sent to
St. Gregory will be matched by one dollar. All funds will be transferred to the Western Diocese of the
Armenian Church, where it will be forwarded to the Armenia Fund. Your donation will be
acknowledged with a receipt.

Anvyone who is prond to be Armenian, cannot be indifferent to the sudden, deliberate and
unprovoked attack on our brothers and sisters in Artsakh. If our fallen soldiers are spilling bloed in
defense of the Hyrenik, then the least we can do is give humanitarian aid.

Alkso be aware that your parish priest, along with the Primate, Abp Hovnan Derderian and all
Western Diocese clergymen have personally pledged a total of $100,000 for this cause.
