So with us; while we were minors, we were enslaved to the

ST. MATTHEW (1ST Century)
Matthew, son of Alphaeus, was a publican or collector of taxes at 

Caparnaum. His profession was one of the least honorable; everyone 
considered all tax collectors and their masters to be more or less robbers and 
the Pharisees treated them as public sinners. It was as direct a challenge to 
public opinion for the Savior to associate Matthew the publican with His 
apostolate as it was later for Him to visit Zaccheus, another member of this 
despised profession.

The Gospel tells that, after having healed a paralytic, “As he passed 
further on his way, Jesus saw a man called Matthew sitting at work in the 
customs house, and said to him, ‘Follow me’; and Matthew rose from his 
place and followed him”. 

From that moment, Matthew entered into the apostolic college and no 
longer called attention to himself. With the other apostles, he witnessed the 
ascension and was in the upper room on the day of Pentecost. Transformed 
by the Holy Spirit, he, like his colleagues, became a herald of the Christian 
message; then, having spread it for a long time by word of mouth (for 
perhaps some twenty years) he wrote it down. He did this in Aramaic, which 
was translated into Greek towards the end of the 1st century.

ST. MARK THE EVANGALIST (1st Century)
St. Mark the Evangelist is generally identified with the person called 

in Acts and Epistles sometimes John, by his Jewish name, sometimes Mark, 
by his Greco-Roman name.

He was a cousin of St. Barnabas and a native of Jerusalem, where his 
mother Mary lived in a big house which served as a meeting place for the 
first Christian community. 

In the same year, 44, St. Paul and St. Barnabas arrived at Jerusalem 
bringing help for the Christians who were in distress because of famine. 
When they left again for Antioch, Mark joined them, and accompanied them 
to Cypress and to the coast of Asia Minor.

When, in the year 50, the two apostles were deliberating over a visit to 
the churches founded by them on their first voyage, Barnabas wished to take 
Mark with them. Paul opposed it;  that each went his way.  Paul took Silas on 
the road to Cilicia, while Barnabas sailed for Cyprus with his cousin Mark. 
St. Paul nevertheless bore no grudge against St. Mark, for some ten years 
later we find them together in Rome, and shortly before his martyrdom the 
apostle sent word to Mark to leave the East and return to him.

Mark was also the collaborator of St. Peter and had from him, it is 
believed, the facts and incidents from which he composed his Gospel. An 
ancient tradition makes Mark the founder of the Church of Alexandria.
