Did You Know? 
The Nicene Creed has been used in the Orthodox Church since it was first 
written in 325 A.D.?  Additions were made from time to time, when it 
became necessary to clarify Church teachings. Most importantly, it’s 
100% Biblical. 

We believe (Ro 10:8-10;  1 Jn 4:15) in one God (Deut 6:4; Eph 
4:6), the Father Almighty (Mt 6:9; Ex 6:3), Creator of heaven and earth 
(Gen 1:1), and of all things visible and invisible (Col 1:15-16) and in one 
Lord, Jesus Christ (Acts 11:17), the Son of God (Mt 14:33; 16:16),  
begotten of God the Father (Jn 1:18; 3:16; Jn 1:2) only begotten, that is of 
the substance of Father.  

God of God, Light of Light (Ps 27:1; Jn 8:12; Mt 17:2,5) True God 
of True God (Jn 17:1-5) begotten and not made, of the same nature of the 
Father (Jn 10:30)  by whom all things came into being (Hb 1:1-2) in 
heaven and on earth, visible and invisible; who, for us men and for our 
salvation (1 Tim 2:4-5)  came down from heaven (Jn 6:33,35) took body, 
became man, was born perfectly of the holy virgin Mary by the Holy Spirit 
(Lk 1:35)  by whom he took body soul and mind and everything that is in 
man (Jn 1:14)  truly and not in semblance. 

He suffered and was crucified (Mk 15:25; 1 Cor 15:3; Mk 8:31) 
and was buried (Lk 23:53; I Cor 15:4) and rose again on the third day (Lk 
24:1; I Cor 15:4) and ascended into heaven (Lk 24:51; Acts 1:10) with the 
same body and sat at the right hand of the Father. (Mk 16:19; Acts 7:55)  
He is to come with the same body and with the glory of the Father (Mt 
24:27)  to judge the living and the dead; (Acts 10:42; I Tim 4:1) of His 
kingdom there is no end. (2 Peter 1:11)

We believe also in the Holy Spirit, (Jn 14:26) the uncreated and 
the perfect; who spoke in the Law and through the prophets (1 Sam 19:20; 
Ezekiel 11:5,13) and through the Gospels, who came down upon the 
Jordan, preached through the apostles and lived in the saints. 

We believe also in only(Mt 16:18) one universal (Mk 16:15) and 
apostolic (Acts 2:42) holy (1 Peter 2:5,9) Church (Eph 2:19-22)in one 
baptism with repentance for the remission and forgiveness of sins (Eph 
4:15)  the resurrection of the dead (Jn 11:24; 1 Cor 15:12-49) and in the 
everlasting judgment of souls and bodies (Mk 10:29-30) in the kingdom of 
heaven and in life eternal. Amen (Psalm 106:48)
